Introduction

Churches have been described as ‘signposts to the Gospels’
and ensuring they are open and accessible for all is a key
priority.

Churches are not just there for the regular worshipper but to give a
visible sign of God’s love and the Church’s ministry to all. Too often
Churches are closed outside of worship times because of concerns over
security or a lack of people to welcome visitors.

This Toolkit seeks to give some simple, practical tips to help Churches
think about their ministry of welcome and hospitality and consider ways
of pursuing an ‘Open Church’.

The Toolkit has been drawn up by the Churches Tourism Network Wales
(CTNW) which is a voluntary body dedicated to helping churches ‘open
their doors’ and improve access to religious buildings in Wales. CTNW is
funded entirely by voluntary donation and helps all places of worship.

This document is supported by the Church in Wales and made available
free of charge to all its Parishes. Contact details are included to help you
obtain further advice.

3. Marketing - getting the message “out there”

Who?

Think about who you are trying to attract and focus your marketing
accordingly

Link into other initiatives e.g For Open Church Day national and regional
marketing will be undertaken

Local marketing and publicity

There will be a connection between the amount of marketing and the
number of visitors you welcome!!

Create partnerships with other churches or other heritage places.

What makes this building special?
What is happening that is special?

Keep it simple—state facts - Be clear about what you want to say (little is
good!)

Where, when, how, why, what: include a quote from someone locally well
known.

Where?
Draw up a list of the outlets
» local radio/newspapers/journals/magazines

»  strategic places — libraries, schools and colleges, community halls,
shops, accommodation providers, pubs and restaurants, Tourist
Information Centres, Citizens Advice Bureau,

When?

Start three weeks before an event and repeat (where appropriate) each
week.

Or for places open permanently — once a month or quarter — before
school holidays, major festivals etc



7. Researching the Visitor

Recording visitor numbers is a simple measure of the success of an event
and also of the methods of publicity and marketing used.

Visitor numbers say nothing about the quality of the event or visitors’
satisfaction.

Ideally, a simple visitor survey should be conducted - a simple
questionnaire which builds up a visitor profile (where they come from and
how, why they have come, how they found out about the event/place) and
gauges their reaction (normally by asking questions where visitors are
asked to rate certain features on, say, a 6 point scale).

Visitor comments can also be recorded - on a questionnaire or in a
traditional visitors book.

Manual visitor count

Record visitors as they come in.The ‘five-bar gate’ method is a classic and
easy approach.

If it is not possible for someone to record visitor numbers for the entire
duration of an event, it is important to cover all representative parts of
the day — “sampling”

Clickers/Automatic counters (for details contact
C.T.N.W.visitwaleschurches)

Visitors Book

Not all visitors will sign it; one entry may actually cover 3,4 or more
visitors

Data can be collected and used to plan for the future

8. Security and Insurance

Opening Churches does carry some security risks but there are things
you can do to mitigate these. The following notes are based on advice
from the Ecclesiastical Insurance Group:

e An open church is a safer church — the presence of legitimate
visitors will help deter those with criminal intent

* Itis not generally the policy of insurers to ask for churches to
be kept locked during the day

 Buildings should be locked during the hours of darkness

e People on duty are the best deterrent — stewards or church
sitters/monitors. Ask people to call in to the Church during
each day

» Organise grass cutting, cleaning and other routine activities
when people might be visiting but ensure a means of
communication e.g mobile phone

* Ask people living nearby to keep an eye on the church.
Establish a ChurchWatch scheme See
www.nationalchurchwatch.com

e Lock away as many valuable and portable items as you can esp.
silver, brass and pewter

e Lock away small items of furniture especially those which could
be used in a domestic setting. Alternatively consider chaining
them to the floor or wall

» If you feel the Church should be locked, ask a local shop, Post
Office or Garage to safeguard the keys and take details of
visitors who wish to use them. Put a clear notice in the porch
or on the notice board explaining where the keys can be
obtained. Make the notice friendly and positive!

2. Events/Activities

Open for Open Church Day
Can there be a theme(s) for visitors to follow?

Why not organise some events? e.g. concert, an
art/photography/charity/tradecraft exhibition; a talk from an
(interesting) local historian.

Could any events or activities be part of an area programme?

Is there somebody in the community who would like to organise an
event for you?

Try to ensure that any events you are planning do not clash with
something else nearby

Could there be an invitation to visit the churchyard, maybe itemise /
document the different types of trees, flowers, birds, insects they see
there? Grave-rubbings, sketching opportunities. Take along a picnic, visit
the church, cycle round other churches

Explore genealogy through the tombstones/old church/parish records
Every Parish has an Art Gallery — its Church!

If you are trying to attract young people you could

0 design a treasure hunt around the building and/or grounds.

0 have a young people’s area with appropriate activities — how can
each young person mark their visit appropriately?

o A*“dressing up” corner for the younger people?

Place notices at an appropriate height.

0 design the literature and notices with young people in mind.

5. Welcoming

By welcomers!
Smile!

Some kind of identification might be helpful—a name badge (with your
name in large letters!) -a sash or other garment!

Allow visitors to enter the building and enjoy the space (and give them
space!)

Alert them to any leaflets or other information that will enhance their visit.
Assure them that you are there to help them by either walking around
with them or to answer any questions as and when they arise.

When they leave, check that they have found the visit worthwhile. (If so—
what did they particularly enjoy or what could have been better —and
make a note of this there and then for the future—a little notebook
readily accessible is a good idea).

It is important to consider the safety of those who welcome others to
your church. Ecclesiastical Insurance Group provide useful guidance on
this issue.

When the building is unstaffed.

Having teams of “monitors” can add to the welcome — monitors commit to
visiting the church for 5/10 minutes during a defined time during a
nominated day — it is less of a commitment than being present as a
welcomer but much better than having no presence.

Clear welcoming notices (in other languages?)

A portable “A” frame notice outside can be very useful (try the Church

Clear, short, hints about enjoying the building.

I. General Thoughts

The objectives of an open church are:

To encourage “new” and “different” people into the church.
To share the “beauty” of the building with more people

To share the Christian message

To share the story of the local community

To share the story of the building

To connect people with the Gospel

Address these questions:

Is the entrance to the building obvious? (is there a useful notice
board?)

Will the visitor have a worthwhile experience?

Will the visitor have the chance to learn something about the
church and the wider community?

Does the building give the impression that the church is “alive”
and active?

Is the building ready for all people including older/less
mobile/younger visitors/others with special needs?

Is there something that makes this building stand out from
others?

6. Guiding

Find out from your ‘party’:

What do they want?
How long do they have?
What do they know already?

Ensure that:

Try to:

You can be clearly heard

You can be clearly seen (you should endure any sunlight etc
not the party)

You welcome questions.

Avoid jargon (historical or ecclesiastical)

Put the church building into context in terms of local history
and Christian history

Make the story “come alive” - stories of people exemplify the
period very well.

Relate what you say to their experience.

You could note down:

What goes well/badly

Any ‘new’ questions

Share your experiences with the other guiders on a regular
basis



7. Ymchwilio’r Ymwelydd

rai nodweddion, e.e. ar raddfa 6 pwynt).

Gellir cofnodi sylwadau ymwelwyr hefyd - mewn holiadur neu lyfr
ymwelwyr traddodiadol.

Cyfrif ymwelwyr

Cofnodi ymwelwyr wrth iddyn nhw gyrraedd. Mae'r dull ‘giat pum bar’ yn
ffordd hawdd o wneud hyn.

Os nad yw hi’'n bosibl i rywun gofnodi nifer yr ymwelwyr drwy’r adeg
